Resolutions 
The Notice, and in particular the explanatory notes appended to the Notice, contain a detailed explanation 
of each of the resolutions being proposed at the meeting.  

Recommendation 
The Directors consider that the passing of the Resolutions outlined in the Notice is in the best interests of 
the Company and for the benefit of its shareholders as a whole. Accordingly, the Directors unanimously 
recommend that the shareholders vote in favour of such resolutions, as they intend to do so in respect of 
the 41,452,639 shares held by the Directors (and persons connected with the Directors) representing 
13.88 per cent. of the issued share capital of the Company.

(a) the allotment of equity securities in connection with an offer of, or invitation to apply for, equity 
securities: (i) in favour of holders of Ordinary Shares where the equity securities respectively 
attributable to the interests of all such holders are proportionate (as nearly as may be practicable) 
to the respective number of Ordinary Shares held by them; and (ii) to holders of any other equity 
securities as required by the rights of those securities or as the directors otherwise consider 
necessary;  

(b) but subject to such exclusions or other arrangements as the Directors may deem necessary or 
expedient to deal with treasury shares, fractional entitlements, record dates, legal regulatory or 
practical problems in or under the laws of any overseas territory or by virtue of shares being 
represented by depository receipts or the requirements of any regulatory body or any stock 
exchange or any other matter; and 

(c) the allotment (otherwise than pursuant to subparagraph (a) above) of equity securities up to an 
aggregate nominal value of £298,534.80, and unless previously revoked, varied or extended,

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EXPLANATORY NOTES ON THE RESOLUTIONS 
Resolutions 1 to 13 (inclusive) are ordinary resolutions; resolutions 14 and 15 are special resolutions. To be 
passed, ordinary resolutions require more than 50 per cent. of votes cast to be in favour of the resolution 
whilst special resolutions require at least 75 per cent. of the votes cast to be in favour of the resolution. 
Votes withheld do not count towards the total votes cast for or against a resolution. 

Ordinary Resolutions 
To receive the Annual Report and Accounts 2022 
Resolution 1 is a standard resolution. The Companies Act 2006 requires the Directors to lay before the 
Company in a general meeting copies of the Company’s annual accounts, the Directors’ report and the 
auditor’s report on those accounts. The Annual Report and Accounts for the year ended 31 March 2022 
along with a copy of the AGM notice will be available online at www.brickabilitygroupplc.com.  

Remuneration report 
Resolution 2 seeks shareholders’ approval for the Directors’ Remuneration report which is set out on pages 44 
to 47 of the Annual Report and Accounts for year ended 31 March 2022. The vote is advisory only. 

Final Dividend 
In Resolution 3 the Directors are recommending the payment of a final dividend of 2.04 pence per ordinary 
share in respect of the year ended 31 March 2022. If approved at the AGM, the dividend will be paid on 
22 September 2022 to shareholders who are on the Register of Members at the close of business on 
26 August 2022. 

Election and re-election of Directors 
In line with the practice adopted by the Company in previous years, all Directors will be standing for election. 
Resolutions 4 to 9 seek approval for the appointment of those Directors who were in office during the year 
ended 31 March 2022. Resolution 10 deals with the appointment of Susan McErlain who was appointed 
as a non-executive director of the Company on 9 May 2022. Biographical information is provided on 
pages 32 and 33 of the Annual Report and Accounts for the year ended 31 March 2022 for each of the 
existing directors.  

The Board has no hesitation in recommending the election of the Directors to shareholders. In making these 
recommendations, the Board confirms that it has given careful consideration to the Board’s balance of skills, 
knowledge and experience and is satisfied that each of the Directors putting themselves forward for election 
has sufficient time to discharge their duties effectively, taking into account their other commitments. 

Appointment of the auditor 
The auditor of a company must be appointed or re-appointed at each general meeting at which the accounts 
are laid before shareholders. Resolution 11 seeks approval to appoint BDO LLP as the Company’s auditor.  

Remuneration of the auditor 
Resolution 12 seeks consent for the Directors to determine the remuneration of the auditor. 

Directors’ authority to allot shares 
Resolution 13 seeks consent for shareholders to grant the Directors authority to allot shares or grant rights 
to subscribe for or convert securities into shares, up to an aggregate nominal value of £1,990,232, which 
is approximately two-thirds of the nominal value of the issued ordinary share capital of the Company as at 
13 July 2022, being the latest practicable date prior to the publication of this notice. £995,116 of this 
authority is reserved for a fully pre-emptive rights issue. This is the maximum permitted amount under best 
practice corporate governance guidelines. The authority will expire at the next AGM of the Company or if 
earlier, at close of business on 6 December 2023. The Directors have no current intention of exercising such

authority and will exercise this power only when they believe that such exercise is in the best interests of 
the shareholders. 

Special resolutions 
Disapplication of pre-emption rights 
This special resolution grants the Directors authority to allot securities of the Company up to a specified 
amount in connection with rights issues without having to obtain prior approval from the shareholders on 
each occasion and also to allot a certain number of securities for cash without first being required to offer 
such shares to existing shareholders. The proposed disapplication of pre-emption rights will mean that the 
number of Ordinary Shares which may be issued for cash without first being required to offer such shares 
to existing shareholders will not exceed 29,853,480 Ordinary Shares, being approximately 10 per cent. of 
the issued ordinary share capital of the Company as at 13 July 2022. 

Authority to purchase own shares 
Resolution 15 seeks authority for the Company to make market purchases of its own ordinary shares up to 
a maximum number of 29,853,480 ordinary shares, representing approximately 10 per cent. of the 
issued ordinary share capital at 13 July 2022. The authority requested would replace a similar authority 
granted last year and would expire at the end of the 2023 AGM, or if earlier, at close of business on 
6 December 2023. In reaching a decision to purchase ordinary shares, the Directors will take account of 
the Company’s cash resources and capital and the general effect of such purchase on the Company’s 
business. The authority would only be exercised by the Directors if they considered it to be in the best 
interests of the shareholders generally and if the purchase could be expected to result in an increase in 
earnings per ordinary share. 
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NOTES RELATED TO THIS NOTICE 
The following notes explain your general rights as a shareholder and your right to vote at this Meeting or to 
appoint someone else to vote on your behalf. 

Entitlement to Attend and Vote 
1. To be entitled to vote at the Meeting (and for the purpose of the determination by the Company of the 

number of votes they may cast), shareholders must be registered in the Register of Members of the 
Company at close of trading o Friday 2 September 2022 or if the meeting is adjourned, 48 hours 
(excluding any part of a day that is not a working day) prior to the adjourned meeting. In each case, 
changes to the Register of Members after the relevant deadline shall be disregarded in determining 
the rights of any person to attend and vote at the Meeting. 

Appointment of Proxies 
2. Shareholders are entitled to appoint another person as a proxy to exercise all or part of their rights to 

vote on their behalf at the Meeting. A shareholder may appoint more than one proxy in relation to the 
Meeting provided that each proxy is appointed to exercise the rights attached to a different ordinary 
share or ordinary shares held by that shareholder. A proxy need not be a shareholder of the Company. 

3. In the case of joint holders, where more than one of the joint holders’ purports to appoint a proxy, only 
the appointment submitted by the most senior holder will be accepted. Seniority is determined by the 
order in which the names of the joint holders appear in the Company’s Register of Members in respect 
of the joint holding (the first named being the most senior). 

4. A vote withheld is not a vote in law, which means that the vote will not be counted in the calculation 
of votes for or against the resolution. If no voting indication is given, your proxy will vote or abstain 
from voting at his or her discretion. Your proxy will vote (or abstain from voting) as he or she thinks fit 
in relation to any other matter which is put before the Meeting.
